The O#igersorOneFare Policy Decision is
based on longstanding principles of equal access to transportation servig
for persons with disabilities, regardless of the nature of the disability, a
the Agency's legislative mandate to remove "undue obstacles" to theg
mobility.

When you want to book your flight, simply call the medical desk, and thq
can usually book your entire party at the best possible price.

Now, expecting a wheelchair accessible vehicle at the other end of yo
flight, in Canada is a completely other story. Even the process of buying
accessible vehicle varies from province to province. The Government
Ontario has established a home and vehicle modification program to gra
up to $15,000 lifetime maximum for home modifications and up ta
$15,000 every ten years for vehicle modifications. Now, what abo
Alberta!

All of this, highlights how crucial a Canadians with Disabilities Act
needed. By creating new standards, laws and expectations of a c
society, that will become the norm. We will continue to collaborative wit
agencies, to inform government of the challenges that remain for peop
with disabilities and their families and to ensure equal opportunitieq
throughout Canada.
